Elmbridge Borough Council are proposing to remove Green Belt
status from two large areas in the Cobham, Stoke D’Abernon
and Oxshott area: The Fairmile & Chippings Farm and Knowle FESSSSStas.
Hill Park & Polyapes (see map below). There is a third in Long
Ditton. If the proposals go through, it could be that each of
these two parcels of land would accommodate up to 1000
homes or even more. This would have a severe impact on our
local infrastructure and local traffic problems as well as losing =20 T8 Chippings Farm to The Fairmile
precious Green Belt land.
